Site Plan
The site plan is an aerial (satellite) view of the school and surrounding buildings and property (such as athletic fields and parking lots.)  Use Google Maps, MapQuest, or another program to capture the required image. The school image should represent the current construction.  If you are currently under construction, you may wish to ask you architectural firm who may be able to provide an image.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The site plan must include the following information:
· Street names are displayed, and legible
· to accomplish this for schools located in rural areas, it may be necessary to create a 2-page document; 
· One page displaying a "close-up" of the property
· The second displaying the cross streets
· Be sure to include the information requested below on both pages
· Mark the location of any fire hydrants on the property  
· If none, note on the plan; "No Fire Hydrants Exist on the Property"
· Mark the Assembly Point(s) (outside the building).  
· Mark the normal access route used by the Fire Department
· Is typed with minimal or no handwriting 
· Includes the School/Program Name 
· Includes IRN 
· Includes address 
· Includes a Compass (at a minimum North) 
· If multiple schools are at address, please add each school/program name and IRN; as done throught the School Emergency Management Plan.
